Susan E. (to Organizer(s) Only): 1:27 PM: It seems as though some studies may be 
useful to inform resilience planning. The grant application form seem to require 
applicants to select only one category (so, either studies or planning).  If we want to 
pursue a study and planning, would we need to apply under two separate funding 



cycles?  Would the study have to fully conclude before we could submit an application 
for planning?

Denise Nelson (to Everyone): 1:41 PM: The Flood Fund definition for Low-income is 
clear that 100% of a locality can qualify as a low income locality (“Low-income 
geographic area means any locality, or…..”).  To determine if 100% of a locality 
qualifies, one must take 80% of some number and compare that number to the localities 
household income number. 
Is it acceptable to use the Virginia Median household income which is $74,222 X 80%= 
$59,377 and any locality with a household income below $59,377, the entire locality is 
designated as low income?  
If this isn’t acceptable, what is the methodology to use to determine if the entire locality 
meets the low income designation? 
 
Harrison Jaehn (to Everyone): 1:41 PM: To maximize fund matching would you 
recommend breaking up studies targeting an entire community into two applications? 



One for low income areas and one for the rest of the community
