Program reviews consist of communication between the Department and the District staff, a review of
the District files and other applicable documents, a review of a sample of the RMPs approved by the
District Board, review of the certification and compliance inspections (if applicable), and a review of the
information entered into the DCR Conservation Planning Suite. Individual checklists will be used for each



plan selected during the program review. A plan review, inspection review, and compliance review
checklist will be used to determine that the selected RMPs were reviewed, approved, and inspected by
the District in accordance with the RMP regulations. Each District will then be evaluated with a rating
worksheet which reflects combined results from the individual checklists. Programs receiving a score of
70 percent or greater in each of the four review areas will be considered to have satisfactorily fulfilled
their RMP duties. If one or more of the four program review areas receive a score of less than 70
percent, a program will be considered to have not satisfactorily fulfilled their RMP duties.

Results of the Program Review

A. General Program Administration

Chowan Basin Soil and Water Conservation District received a score of 20 out of a possible 30 points.
The District has established a Technical Review Committee (TRC). TRC minutes were not provided for
meetings at which RMP review was discussed. According to the Board meeting minutes provided, it is
unclear whether the plan review and the certification review were taken to the TRC. Board minutes do,
however, indicate that both proposals were taken to the Board for Board action. The minutes do not
indicate whether the proposals to approval and certify were made by staff, or staff serving as delegated
authority, or staff serving as a representative of the TRC. It is recommended that the Board meeting
minutes documenting RMP actions include the RMP ID (identification) number.

B. Review of Approved Plans

Chowan Basin Soil and Water Conservation District received a score of 90 out of a possible 100 points. It
was found that thorough review was done of the RMPs, but the role of the TRC role in this review is not
clear.

C. Verification Inspection of RMPs

Chowan Basin Soil and Water Conservation District received a score of 100 out of a possible 100 points.
It is documented that District staff conducted field inspections. An inspection worksheet was provided
for one of the two RMPs but a worksheet should have been provided for both. It is recommended that
TRC minutes reflect the TRC review of the request for certification and that Board minutes reflect the
TRC recommendation.

D. Compliance Inspection of RMPs
No compliance inspections were due at this time.

E. Summary/Recommendations

The Chowan Basin Soil and Water Conservation District was found to have reviewed these RMPs in a
timely manner and provided helpful feedback to the RMP developer to facilitate the approval of these
RMPs. The Department recognizes that the District had very little RMP activity to review. The
Department has several suggestions for documenting the review and certification process that have
been provided to the District for consideration.
