James River Livery Updates:

e Livery operations will be reduced to Saturdays and Sundays 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. only. Rentals may be
limited due to staffing.

e Reservations are highly recommended. Due to limited equipment and limited shuttle services, we may
not be able to accept walk-ins.

e Reservations can be made via phone, from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Monday-Wednesday (434) 933-4355
and Thursday-Sunday (434) 933-8682.

e Shuttles to Bent Creek will not be available.

e Open-air wagon shuttle from Dixon Landing to Canoe Landing only. (Space is extremely limited; please
utilize our car drop off or self-shuttling.)

e Car drop off - The driver should drop off passengers, supplies, and necessary gear at Canoe
Landing. Next, the driver should take the vehicle to Dixon landing and meet the shuttle. (Shuttle will
arrive every hour on the hour.)

e Self-shuttling - Park one vehicle at Dixon Landing, Take group and second vehicle to Canoe landing.

Safety and Sanitation:

Boats, equipment and tubes will be sanitized after each use.
Wagon seats and railings will be sanitized after each use.
Frontline staff will utilize masks and gloves.
